SPO opens 30th anniversary season with French masterworks

Toronto, ON. - On Saturday, October 17t, the Scarborough Philharmonic Orchestra
will launch their five-concert 30th anniversary season with A Celebration of French
Music, a program of music by Berlioz, Debussy, Hue, Ravel, Fauré, and Saint-Saéns.

The SPO’s new Music Director, Ronald Royer, is joined on the podium by two former
Music Directors of the SPO: Jerome Summers and Christopher Kitts.

The concert will feature two soloists from within the orchestra - flutist Lesley Duff and
cellist John Trembath - as well as SPO Young Artist Amir Safavi performing Saint-
Saens’ exciting violin potboiler, the Introduction and Rondo Capricioso. The orchestra
will also present sparkling orchestral masterworks including Debussy’s Nocturnes,
Ravel’'s Alborada del Gracioso and the Roman Carnival Overture by Berlioz.

The repertoire also pays tribute to French Canadian music with Saturday Night at Fort
Chambly, a world premiere composition (commissioned for the SPQO's 30th
anniversary) from Toronto composer Alex Eddington, inspired by the Québecois folk
music tradition.
